We
utilized both the CD and accompanying guide book, “Look At My World”

Students were assigned to select one of the songs in the collection. They were required
to:
1. Teach the song to the class
2. Create a chart showing rhythm, melody, or lyrics to the selected song
3. Springboard from the song into a musical concept to be explored in more
depth: rhythm, form, melody, genre, etc.
4. Integrate the musical selection into a content area and develop a lesson
that utilized it.
5. Teach that lesson to the class.

Students were eager to do this and provided new ideas and resources to be companion
material to the work. They also provided copies to each of the students in the class. At
the end of the semester, these students left the class with a terrific resource and
teaching ideas for their own classrooms.

The project was eagerly received and well developed and | look forward to utilizing
Kathy’s resources not only in my own kindergarten classroom but also in the college
course | teach.
